‭As‬‭you‬‭are‬‭aware,‬‭Cana‬‭has‬‭been‬‭involved‬‭in‬‭building‬‭4‬‭new‬‭classrooms‬‭which‬‭are‬‭very‬‭near‬
‭completion.‬

‭It‬‭has‬‭been‬‭decided‬‭that‬‭in‬‭2025‬‭the‬‭grade‬‭2‬‭students‬‭will‬‭be‬‭in‬‭the‬‭new‬‭classrooms,‬‭which‬‭are‬
‭located‬‭along‬‭the‬‭extended‬‭corridor‬‭past‬‭the‬‭current‬‭grade‬‭1‬‭classrooms.‬ ‭We‬‭told‬‭the‬‭students‬
‭at‬ ‭orientation‬ ‭day‬ ‭about‬ ‭their‬ ‭new‬ ‭classrooms,‬ ‭however‬ ‭unfortunately,‬ ‭they‬ ‭could‬‭not‬‭go‬‭into‬
‭the new rooms on that day.‬

‭Completion‬ ‭is‬‭estimated‬‭in‬‭the‬‭early‬‭weeks‬‭of‬‭February‬‭.‬‭The‬‭students‬‭will‬‭go‬‭into‬‭the‬‭interim‬
‭spaces they went into on orientation day until the proposed handover early in the new year.‬

‭Should there be an early completion and handover of the building we will advise families.‬

‭●‬ ‭Do not use mobile phones during school hours – Mobile phones will be kept safe with‬

‭classroom teachers.‬
‭●‬ ‭Do not use any computers / iPads inappropriately.‬
‭●‬ ‭Be punctual and observe school times/schedules.‬
‭●‬ ‭Work hard in class and allow others to learn.‬
‭●‬ ‭Look after other people in the school.‬
‭●‬ ‭Report bullying or any accident or other incident to staff.‬
‭●‬ ‭Be respectful in all communication when using social media.‬
‭●‬ ‭Respect and follow the agreed class rules and school rules:‬

‭o‬ ‭Follow instructions‬
‭o‬ ‭Keep hands and feet and objects to yourself‬
‭o‬ ‭Speak appropriately‬
‭o‬ ‭Listen to the Speaker‬
‭o‬ ‭Take care of all property‬
‭o‬ ‭Move Safely‬

‭Parents/Guardians at Cana Catholic Primary School will:‬

‭●‬ ‭Treat /communicate with staff respectfully.‬
‭●‬ ‭Treat /communicate with other families and other children with respect.‬
‭●‬ ‭Do not place hands on any other student e.g. touch their arm / shoulder etc.‬
‭●‬ ‭Be respectful in all communication when using social media.‬
‭●‬ ‭Do not name or discuss other children / families or staff members on any social media‬

‭platform.‬
‭●‬ ‭Do not take photos of other children / adults and post on any social media platform.‬
‭●‬ ‭Do not take photos of other children when attending school events.‬
‭●‬ ‭Ensure their child(ren) are punctual, wear the correct school uniform and provide‬

‭adequate nutritional food.‬
‭●‬ ‭Ensure on schooldays children arrive well rested and ready for learning.‬
‭●‬ ‭Inform the school when and why their child is not at school via School App Audiri before‬

‭school.‬
‭●‬ ‭Model good/positive behaviour/language to their children, particularly on school site.‬
‭●‬ ‭Respect and uphold school rules.‬
‭●‬ ‭Park appropriately and encourage safe use of the school crossing and respect the school‬

‭crossing supervisor.‬
‭●‬ ‭Notify the school of their child's learning and /or wellbeing needs. Provide the school‬

‭with copies of any medical reports/recommendations.‬
‭●‬ ‭Respect and follow school rules.‬
‭●‬ ‭Follow the Cana email protocols.‬
‭●‬ ‭Uphold policies provided by Melbourne Archdiocese of Catholic Schools ( MACS) Eg:‬

‭Enrolment Policy, Child Safe Policy.‬





‭PAYMENT OF SCHOOL FEES‬

‭When transferring school fee payments to the Cana school bank account, please ensure to include‬
‭your family ID number with surname as the reference.‬

‭Each family has been provided with a unique 6 digit ID number that clearly identifies each family.  Use‬
‭of the Family ID as the reference ensures the owner of the payment for allocation and provision of‬

‭receipt.  This is particularly important in the event that the person making a school fee payment has a‬
‭different surname to the surname listed on the school fee account.‬
